WEATHERBY LAKE HISTORICAL COMMITTEE
Minutes of Meeting on June 9, 2011
Weatherby Lake City Hall
The meeting was called to order at 9:00 a.m. by President Marge Stockwell. Other members attending were Norm Runyon, Marianne Ennett, Kristy Lawrence and Charlene DeJong. Carol Regan, Neil Brown, Glenda Negrelli, and Karen Skinner were absent. Kristy Lawrence recorded the minutes in the absence of Secretary, Karen Skinner.
After a quick review, Marianne Ennett moved to approve the minutes, Kristy Lawrence seconded and the minutes were approved. 

Treasurer’s Report: Marianne presented the report of Revenues and Expenditures and a current balance sheet. We have $13,372.44 cash on hand. The only expense recorded this period was $27.75 to the Grass Pad. Please see reports for any details.

Norm asked if any of our assets earned interest, and Marianne reported that the interest earned is minimal. She explained that the city moved to a “pulled cash system” at UMB, and the cash is now in a large pool with accounting separated into funds for the various city entities. The City cash pool is invested with the interest distributed to the funds. 
A motion was made to accept the Treasurer’s Report, it was seconded, and the report was approved. 

Archives: Marge reported that Karen will probably be working at City Hall at 10:00am on Friday to download photos, and that she may be able to help Karen at that time. If anyone else can help or wants to learn the procedure, please contact Karen. 
Marge said she has figured out how to clean up the public archive website from the link from her home computer, and has been working on eliminating duplicate photos. However, they still need to be cleaned up on the main computer at City Hall.
Norm reported that he has CDs of photos and has figured out how to label multiples of 10 or so photos of the same event at once, instead of labeling them one at a time. This should be a great time saving technique.

Photo Gallery: There was nothing new to report on the Photo Gallery at City Hall. Charlene is working on the Photo Gallery at the Community Center and wondered what types of photos to use. Marge suggested action photos such as races or large community participation events such as the Noodle Float, and recommended bringing some photos to the next meeting for review from the committee members. 
Charlene presented photos she took of the dredging, which she will display on the easel in the City Hall lobby.

Preservation of Landmarks - Cemetery: Marianne reported that she has not been to the cemetery in several weeks, but the roses have been blooming. Norm noted that the lower section of Cemetery Lane is very muddy, and asked if gravel could be applied. Marianne said she has requested this already and, during this discussion, George Lowman joined our meeting and said he would take care of the problem right away and apply gravel to the area.
Thanks to Ray Stockwell, who mowed the cemetery in May. 
Communications, Marketing & Fundraising: Kristy asked for suggestions on subjects for the July submission to the WL Living e-newsletter, which are due by June 20. Marge recommended information from the Chronicles of Weatherby Lake on the origin of Fourth of July activities such as fireworks and parades. Marianne suggested that, as a marketing tool, the book be mentioned in the article as a source. 

New Business: Officer elections were held, and the following slate was approved with some qualifications;
