DRAFT MINUTES
January 8, 2020
The regularly scheduled Board meeting of the City of Weatherby Lake Board of Aldermen was
called to order by Mayor Steve Clark on Wednesday, January 8, 2020 at City Hall 7200 NW Eastside
Drive, Weatherby Lake, Platte County, Missouri at 7:02p.m.

Aldermen present were: Hoy, Richmond, Footer and Finn.
Also present were: John Reddoch, city attorney and fourteen (14) members of the public.

Mayor’s Communication to the Board

Former Chief Gary McMullin outlined the many achievements of retiring Special Detective,
Roger Yates, in his long history with law enforcement. Chief Kevin Davis commended Mr. Yates for his
10 years of service by giving him, his 10 year service pin and retiring his badge with the department.
Chief Davis thanked Mr. Yates and wished him well in his future endeavors.

The Mayor noted the recent passing of several residents in Weatherby Lake: Claudine Brown,
Bob Campbell, former Alderman and lzzy Whipple, who passed earlier today.

The Long Range Planning Committee will be meeting on Tuesday night at 7:00 p.m. to discuss
the use of golf carts on city streets, chickens and any other such topic of interest that the audience
might have.

At the most recent Mayor’s meeting it was discussed that grant time is here and that the City
might want to look into obtaining a Stormwater grant and informing the Park Board about applying for a
Park grant. The Mayor stated that the city will be hosting the June 3™ Mayor’s meeting.

Also discussed was the road districts and their formation and issuing the RFP for the upcoming
fireworks display.

Alderman Finn thanked Chief Davis for the cookies delivered to her on Christmas Day. She also
stated that she is planning on having the shredding event in April.

Alderman Footer encouraged everyone to attend the Long Range Planning meeting on Tuesday
at 7:00 p.m.

Alderman Richmond acknowledged the service of all military serving in Iran and Iraq.

He discussed the purchase by the police department of the chip scanner to help in the recovery
of lost dogs.

Alderman Hoy thanked Joe Echols for organizing the Christmas lighting display. He thanked the
Public Works department to the put up and take down of the Christmas lights. He welcomed back Public
Works Director, George Lowman back to work.

REPORTS
Financial

Written report submitted. At the beginning of the meeting Ms. Ennett had answered Mayor
Clark’s questions concerning the year end numbers for the City. Ms. Ennett reported that the year end,
after depreciation, was a surplus of $182,000 with currently approximatelyS 4,900,000 in the city’s
various funds. Ms. Ennett also stated that the city would be closing its’ books in the next month. She,
also, stated that this is the first year that the Community center has paid for itself.

Public Works

Written report submitted. Mr. Lowman stated that he is looking at a bid from the company that
installed the monument on Forest Dr for a cost to either replace or repair the monument. The
monument was damaged in a vehicle accident in December. He continues to work with the vehicle
owner’s insurance company.

He stated that the guys have been out the last couple of days crack sealing. Currently the salt
bin is full and 2 spreader have been put on the trucks.

He is preparing for an audit from DNR to take place on March 18™.

He was asked by Alderman Finn about repainting the water tower and he stated that he would
like to delay as much as possible because it cost approximately $100,000 to paint, but might get to it this
fall or next spring.

Police

Written report submitted. Chief Davis thanked everyone for their donations to Shop with a Cop
in participation with the Platte County Sheriff’s Dept. The city raised approximately $2,645.00.

The Chief thanks the city clerk and city treasurer for providing help to complete the
documentation for the bulletproof vest grant program run by the Federal government. Use of this grant
money saves the city approximately $1,500-2,800 in funds to provide vests for current police officers.
