MINUTES

March 11, 2020

The regular board meeting of the City of Weatherby Lake Board of Aldermen was called to order by Mayor Steve Clark, on Wednesday, March 11, 2020 at City Hall, 7200 NW Eastside Drive, Weatherby Lake, Platte County, Missouri at 7:00 p.m.

 Mayor’s Communication to the Board


Mayor Clark reported on the passing of Rick Noble, a former President of the Weatherby Lake Improvement Company.

Mayor Clark reminded citizens of the upcoming election for City officials on April 7th.  Mayor Clark, Alderman Finn and Alderman Hoy are running unopposed.  Also on the ballot is the Parkville Special Road District board seat.  


Mayor Clark noted that the Court report included two months of court.


Mayor Clark announced that the Federal 2020 census will begin soon and that citizens will receive a postcard and letter with instructions on the process.  Janet Edwards, census coordinator for the City, stated that the actual process will begin on-line on April 1st.





Mayor Clark reported that he and Chief Davis attended a county briefing of the COVID-19 pandemic.


Mayor Clark reported that the City had received one bid for the Fourth of July fireworks show in response to the RFP. The City will consider an ordinance to approve the contract next month. 


Mayor Clark asked for a discussion regarding the adoption of a shared leave policy.  City Attorney Reddoch submitted a proposed policy.


Mayor Clark noted that Alderman Footer and Hoy have been revising a proposed ordinance on golf cart use. Alderman Footer noted that there had been an agreement on a proposed ordinance that would be sent to attorneys for final drafting.  Alderman Hoy noted that he would like to see the proposed ordinance posted on the City website.

Alderman Finn announced that April 25th would be the date for the Spring Shredding event. She also noted that this month’s Senior Breakfast Club speaker was Dr. Michael Hudak.  Also thanked George Lowman for the great work on snow removal.

Alderman Hoy reported that he attended the Department of Natural Resources regional meeting regarding the proposed regulations for the Storm Water Management permit allowing us to maintain the dam.
