MINUTES

May 13, 2020

The regular board meeting of the City of Weatherby Lake Board of Aldermen was called to order by Mayor Steve Clark, on Wednesday, May 13, 2020 at City Hall, 7200 NW Eastside Drive, Weatherby Lake, Platte County, Missouri at 7:00 p.m.

 Mayor’s Communication to the Board


Mayor Clark stated that City hall will continue the practice of being open to the public by appointment until June 1st.  City staff will be available during normal business hours by phone. 

Mayor Clark reminded citizens of the upcoming election for City officials will be June 2nd. Also on the ballot will be Gary Gulden for the Parkville Special Road District.  He encouraged residents to vote for Gary.
  Mayor Clark reported that the Park Board is doing a total rehabilitation of the soccer field.  It will be reseeded and a new sprinkler system installed.  June concert in the Park is cancelled. 


Mayor Clark asked Alderman Footer to report the results of the golf cart survey that was mailed out.  410 responses were returned at rate of 49.22%.  Question 1, 189-yes and 200-no.  Question 2, 174- yes and 216-no.  Question 3, 57-yes and 316-no.  Footer stated that the City will accept return cards until Saturday, May 16th and a final tally will be completed and posted on the City website along with the proposed ordinance.

Comments from Aldermen

Alderman Finn asked Alderman Hoy about complaints regarding mail service, stating that there have been complaints.  Mayor Clark added that he received several pieces addressed to him on his porch recently.

Alderman Finn also reported that thank you cards had been ordered for City Hall use and the shredding event will be held June 20th from 8am to 12pm in the Community Center parking lot.  She also stated that she had a conversation with the WLIC president, Rick Neece regarding the possible cancellation of the July 4th firework display.   He is concerned about how to manage the crowd at C-Point.


Alderman Hoy reported that Weatherby Lake SAV would be conducting “silent” service on Memorial Day at Birmingham Park.  There will be no speaker or comments and residents are not encouraged to attend in order to maintain social distancing.


Alderman Richmond stated that he is reviewing the specs for the water connection to RWD #6 in preparation for the RFP.


Alderman Richmond reported that he had talked to John Lueders, Westridge HOA president regarding golf carts.  John stated that the HOA Board has not yet taken a formal position.
Comments from the Public –Thirteen members of the public called into audio conference.  Callers stated they had problems hearing the meeting.

Tom Henke asked about the opening of City Hall and Mayor Clark responded that he anticipates opening June 1st.


Paula York asked the cost of the golf cart survey and Alderman Footed reported the cost was under $1,000.

John Lueders commented that Alderman Richmond summarized the HOA position on golf carts correctly.
