The regular board meeting of the City of Weatherby Lake Board of Aldermen was called to order by Mayor Steve Clark, on Wednesday, June 10, 2020 at Weatherby Lake Community Center, 8230 NW Potomac, Weatherby Lake, Platte County, Missouri at 7:00 p.m.

Mayor’s Communication to the Board


Mayor Clark stated that the Census had a great response of 86% and thanked Janet Edwards for her work.

Mayor Clark noted that this year’s Fourth of July activities will include the parade and the fireworks show.
  Mayor Clark reported the city had hosted the monthly Mayor’s meeting.  City attorneys John Reddoch and Scott Sullivan provided the lunch and presented information on the Federal CARES Act as it applies to cities.  Platte County Commissioner, Dagmar Wood was also present and provided information of this subject. 


Mayor Clark stated that the Schooley Mitchell Company has reached out again offering their audit services for city contracts.   Attorney Reddoch added that he was concerned with this process jumping past our purchasing policies and not providing much service since most of our contracts are publicly bid.

Comments from Aldermen


Alderman Footer noted that he had received a letter regarding golf carts from Mr. Riley and had sent a letter thanking him for his views.


Alderman Richmond stated that he had a request for all citizens and their families that visit here.  He loves the city and noted that as the stay at home orders have been lifted, summer activities outdoors have increased and the Police have been under a lot of scrutiny, but as liaison to the Weatherby Lake Police, he is very proud of our force.  Even though they are shorthanded, the officers do a great job and ask citizens to be understanding.  If you see something wrong, call the police.  Also check the city web site for police information.

Alderman Finn stated that the shredding event will now be June 20th from 8 am to noon at the community center. Alderman Finn also noted that since other cities are cancelling their fireworks displays, she expects an influx of people from other communities.  The softball game and the games on the green will be held later in the year.


Alderman Hoy thanked people for voting in the June 2nd election and for their votes.  He reported attending the Park Board meeting and that the concerts in the park will resume in July. 
Comments from the Public –Twenty-two members of the public attended the meeting.


Several safety concerns with the city streets and golf carts.  Concerns with hills, curves, blind spots and drop offs.  Chief Davis added that Eastside traffic has been measured at 15,000 vehicles in a seven day period.


It was noted that Riss Lake, Parkville, Thousand Oaks, Waukomis and Seven Bridges allow golf carts.  Golf carts could be used to move trash and debris for individuals who need assistance.


It was noted that WLIC has not taken a position regarding the golf cart ordinance.

Mayor Clark thanked the WLIC for allowing the fireworks on the dam and noted that the parade this year will not end at C-Point but at the community center.  

WLIC water patrol reminded residents to wear their bracelets at all access points.
